Rules and Conditions

1. Competitors must wear riding helmets and body protectors conforming to the appropriate British Standards and remove all watches. Body protectors are compulsory for junior riders.
2. No horse or pony may compete in more than 3 classes, including pairs.

3. No horse or pony may compete more than once in each class.

4. No horse or pony under 4 years of age may compete.

5. Objections, together with a £20 deposit must be lodged with the Secretary within 15 minutes of the results being published. The deposit will be refunded if the objection is upheld. 
6. The decision of the judge is final.

7. Entry fees are not refundable.
8. Competitors will be judged on time section and penalties.

9. Hunting dress or Cross Country colours are to be worn.

10. Outside assistance is forbidden and will result in elimination. Assistance may only be given to a rider following a fall, to catch their horse.

11. In the event of a fall the rider must leave the course.
12. If eliminated during the Cross Country, competitors may complete the course, but must move on to the next fence and make the way clear for any following horse for the rest of the round and the rider must obey any instructions or orders from officials. In the interests of safety if a further refusal takes place the rider must not carry on and must leave the course at a walk. 

13. Please take all litter home with you – this area is used for livestock!

14. Do not skip out your lorry or trailer on site.

Health and Safety

The organisers have taken every reasonable precaution to ensure the health and safety of everyone present. For these measurements to be effective, everyone present must take care to avoid and prevent accidents and must obey instructions of the organisers and stewards at all times.
